THE OPPORTUNITY 
 
The City of Soledad seeks a City Engineer who will be an integral part of the City’s Public Works 
Department and mo�vated to assist the city in delivering excep�onal service to the community.  
 
THE COMMUNITY 
 
Having a Na�onal Park, a California Mission, and the Santa Lucia Highlands wine country in your 
backyard is prety amazing! The City of Soledad has a growing popula�on of over 26,200 people 
and is located in the center of the Salinas Valley, nestled between the beau�ful Santa Lucia 
Mountains to the west and the picturesque Gabilan Mountains to the east. Soledad is surrounded 
by the Salinas Valley’s booming agricultural community, home to fields of letuce, broccoli, and 
asparagus, as well as row upon row on some of the finest wine grapes in the state.  
 
The City of Soledad con�nues to be a model of economic vitality and resilience through the 
implementa�on of infrastructure improvements to city parks, roads, schools, and water treatment 
systems.  Renewable energy, water reclama�on, and downtown revitaliza�on are at the heart of 
our mission to provide a sustainable future for our residents, businesses, and visitors. 
 
Since the early 2000’s, the City of Soledad has played a major role in fostering and increasing much-
needed units of affordable housing to support the diverse needs of Monterey County’s growing 
workforce. Since 2015, the city has been working closely with developers to add single family and 
mul�-family housing to areas approved for development before 2008. This housing development 
boom is increasing economic development opportuni�es for small businesses, franchise 
businesses, service providers, medical facili�es, entertainment venues, and large retailers who 



seek to expand to an untapped market. The Community also has numerous atrac�ons such as La 
Mission De Maria San�sma, Nuestra Señora de la Soledad, the Soledad River Road Wine Corridor, 
as well as the beau�ful and picturesque Pinnacles Na�onal Park. 
 
CITY GOVERNMENT 
 
The City of Soledad uses the council-manager form as its system of local government and is made 
up of five members including a mayor. This is the legisla�ve and policy en�ty of the city and 
responsible to the residents of Soledad for all municipal programs and services.  City Council 
members also serve as the Soledad Successor Agency of the former Redevelopment Agency for 
the City. The City Council appoints members of the community to commissions, commitees, and 
boards. It also provides policy direc�on on a broad spectrum of issues. The City Manager is 
appointed by the Council to implement policy and ensure the en�re community is being served.  
 
City government is comprised of the City Manager’s Office, Community and Economic 
Development, Public Works, Parks and Recrea�on, Informa�on Technology, Community 
Engagement, Finance, Human Resources, and the Police Department.  Fire services are contracted 
through Cal Fire. The City’s balanced FY 23-24 General Fund budget was $13.7 million. The Public 
Works Department includes the divisions of: Administra�on, Engineering Services, Fleet, Parks, 
Wastewater, and Water Quality Control.  
 
THE POSITION 
 
The new City Engineer will be a division manager in the Public Works Department and will provide 
professional level support to the Public Works Director, in addi�on to overseeing, direc�ng and 
par�cipa�ng in all of the Department’s engineering ac�vi�es and programs. Successful 
performance of the work requires an extensive professional background as well as demonstrated 
skill in in coordina�ng engineering division’s work with that of other City departments and public 
agencies.  
 
IDEAL CANDIDATE 
 
The ideal candidate will have city municipal experience and will foster coopera�ve working 
rela�ons among City departments, divisions and with intergovernmental and regulatory agencies, 
as well as a variety of public and private groups in support of accomplishing the City’s goal of 
delivering excep�onal service to the community. The individual will be adept at providing highly 
responsible and complex professional assistance to the Public Works Director and others in 
engineering related maters. 
 
 
 
 
 



 
EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE 
 
The City Engineer is expected have at least five (5) years of responsible experience in civil and 
municipal engineering with two (2) years of supervisory, management and/or administra�ve 
experience. 
 
A BS degree from an accredited college or university with major course work in civil engineering or 
a related engineering field is required. Bi-lingual proficiency is highly desirable, but not required in 
this role. 
 
License requirements: 
Registered Professional Civil Engineers license in the State of California  
Valid California class C driver’s license with a sa�sfactory driving record 
 
COMPENSATION AND BENEFITS 
 
The City of Soledad offers an atrac�ve compensa�on and benefits package.  The current salary 
range for this posi�on is $136,223 - $162,449 annually, with final salary dependent upon 
qualifica�ons.
