« Follows and maintains discipline techniques of the childcare program area.

« Supervise the daily operation and safety of the children in the YES Program.

Recreation Leader l/ll: Positions do not require specific education, but candidates are encouraged to have completed 6 semester units
and be in progress toward completing 12 semester units in Early Childhood Education, Recreation, Physical Education, Human
Services, or Social Welfare.

Recreation Leader Ill: must have completed 12 semester units in Early Childhood Education, Recreation, Physical Education,
Human Services or Social Welfare in the following areas:

- Child Development

- Principles or Theory

- Curriculum
